Open House
Throughout the festival week Young at Art will run a free open space, 'Open House', with art activities, Tea & Tales, a Print Workshop Exhibition, Cardboard Cities and The Giant is Coming – part of the Cultural Olympiad Event.

Open House will take place in The Assembly Buildings, North Street, Belfast. The space will act as a central hub for the festival and will offer schools and groups an opportunity to drop in throughout the week to take part.

Cardboard Cities
A child's favourite toy is a cardboard box - imagine a city made from them! A unique installation piece created by artists and architects with children. Using freestanding pieces built from cardboard and adding their own extra features, visitors of all ages can adapt and rebuild the city as often as they wish.

The piece will be an installation/ performance capturing the theme of the overall event and focussing on the theme of “giant” for children.
